Decreased pump tightness due to wear

The mechanical seals in pumps have a limited 

lifetime and can fail unexpectedly. If the plant 

operator discovers the failure of the seal too late 

or not at all, larger quantities of heat transfer flu-

id can leak. If thermal oil is used, this means not 

only a loss of the oil, but also pollution of the sys-

tem and an increased risk of fire.

Increased machinery vibrations indicate problems

Many causes of damage to pumps lead to an in-

crease in machine vibration. In some cases, they 

can be recognized by the human ear. However, 

the continuous measurement of the machine vi-

brations is considerably more reliable.

Overload due to excessive bearing temperature

During operation, the temperature of the pump 

bearings is in a normal range. In case of a defect, 

their temperature rises and the risk of overhea-

ting crops up. A loss of performance or failure of 

the pump is the result.
